How to Add Caption.ed to your Chrome Browser

1. You will receive a link in your Caption.ed welcome email to install the Caption.ed extension to
Chrome. Click ‘Add to Chrome’, and then confirm by clicking ‘Add extension’ on the pop-up.

Home > Extensions > Caption.ed
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2. You will see the following message. To get started, click the Caption.ed icon and ‘Sign in” with the
details you have been provided.
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Caption.ed has been added to Chrome

3. If you don’t see the green Caption.ed icon automatically added to Chrome’s extension toolbar as
above, then you will need to pin it.

Click on the extension icon, then click the pin icon where you see Caption.ed.
