One way to check the accessibility of a table is to try navigating all the way through the table, using only the tab key.

Start from the top left cell, and if you can, tab through the table smoothly, cell by cell and row by row.

A screen reader should have no trouble with it. 

Next, consider implementing a designated header row for your table.

This makes it easier for the screen reader to navigate the table,

and some screen readers will call out the name of the row or column before reading the data, to designate a row as a header.

Select it, then right click and select ‘Table Properties’.

Select the ‘Row’ tab.

And check ‘Repeat as header row at the top of each page’.

Also be sure, ‘Allow row to be broken across pages’ is unchecked.

By following these steps, you can ensure your tables are accessible and easier to navigate for all users.
