o I had problems learning times tables at school
o Reverse parking is really awkward for me
o It is hard for me to remember or follow instructions
o It is confusing trying to listen and write at the same time
o I often write letters or words in the wrong order
o I can’t remember the times of buses or trains
o I know what I want to say but I can’t write my ideas down
o I often confuse left and right directions
o I avoid reading for pleasure
o It is hard to write down phone messages
o I make mistakes when I say long words
o I avoid reading aloud
o I find it hard to use a dictionary
o It took me ages to learn to tell the time
o It is difficult finding my way around new places
o I often forget what I have just read
o I find it hard to concentrate
o I often write numbers the wrong way around
o I have good and bad days with my memory
o I often bang into things or knock things over
