Using the Library catalogue




The library catalogue is a one-stop-shop for resources where you can search for books and other items and obtain direct access to full-text e-books, e-journals and online databases. You can also check your library record, and can renew and reserve items. 

To access the library catalogue from the Go portal click on the Library Catalogue link or go to:

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There are various ways to search the library catalogue.  Using the drop down menus you can choose to search by

· Keyword  e.g. child development
· Title if you know the title of the item you are searching for. 

· Author if you know the author of the item you are searching for.
· Subject if you are looking for general subject material eg Health

· Class No e.g. WY 105 or 613.79 BEN

· Module Code e.g. FDH1146
Keyword Search

Choose New Search and select Keyword from the drop down menu on the left.  Type in Study Skills and click Submit.
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From the list find a title called Study skills for dummies and click on the title.  The details of how many copies and at what sites will then be visible, showing you if the book is in or out.  If all the copies are out, or all the copies at your site are out, then the request option will appear at the top of the screen.  You can click on this and enter your username and password.  We will then either hold the next returned copy, or get a copy from another site for you and email you to let you know
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Reading List Search

From the drop down menu on the left select Module Code.

Then type in your module code without any spaces in the centre box and click on Submit.
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All the items that are on this reading list will then appear.  The list contains both titles of books and journals.  Some reading lists also have digitised items, which are usually a chapter of a book or an article, which you can access in full text whilst you are studying a particular module.

If you click onto the title of a record that has appeared you will be able to see if there are any available copies for you to take out.

Why use journals?

Getting to know the journals in your subject area is crucial, as you need to find out which are relevant to your topic.  Using journal references in your assignments will impress your tutor and gain you valuable marks.  Journals are valuable sources of information because they:

· Keep you up-to-date with current ideas and practices

· Report on original research and experimentation

· Contain articles written by scholars in the field

· Provide "current state of play" overviews of a subject

· Can be extremely specialised
How to Recognise a Journal Reference or Citation

On reading lists and bibliographies, journal articles are written in a standard format.  A reference to a journal article will look like this:

Hambridge, K (2011) Needlestick and Sharps injuries in the nursing student  population.  Nursing Standard  25 (27). 38-45. 

This is broken down as follows:

	Hambridge, K
	Author of the article

	(2011)
	Year of publication

	Needlestick and Sharps injuries in the nursing student population 
	Title of the article

	Nursing Standard
	Title of the journal the article comes from

	25 (28). 38-45
	Volume, part and page numbers of the article


When you compile your bibliography for your assignments, you must use this format to quote journals.  Marks will be lost for incorrectly formatted citations.

This referencing format is called the Harvard Referencing System.
